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Animals Found in the Cities
For years, it’s been assumed the city environment limits the variety of animals that are found there. Recently, however, animals that are usually found in rural areas have been found in the cities. The reason for this is simple. The urban environment has a lot to offer small animals. Animals looking for warmth and protection from harsh winter hide in the cities where air pollution or smog keeps heat close to the ground, and city plants and animals also attract small rural animals. 
Blackbirds, once listed as a protected species, have begun to thrive in the cities’ evergreen trees. A large number of pigeons and starlings, two very common city birds, have attracted their natural enemies, owls and hawks, to the urban setting. The insects that fly around the lantern lights provide an easy source of food for the brown bats that have come to the city to feed on them. 
All of the animals that have come to live successfully in the city environmnment are small. It is probable that larger animals will ever move in to the city. They will be unable to find the necessary food and space in which to 
grow and breed.

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The 4-H
One of the largest youth organizations in the world is the 4-H, an organization of clubs for young people between 9 and 19.  The main purpose of 4-H is to provide young people with the practical skills and understanding they will need to become useful in their communities. The four H’s stand for head, heart, hands, and health.

When 4-H clubs first began in the early 1900s, the focus was on farm projects, such as raising pigs and growing and canning food. Today over 75% of the club members come from towns, cities, and suburbs, and hundreds of projects exist, each adapted to its geographical area.  

The 4-H program in America is a joint service of the U.S. Department of Agriculture, state universities, and county governments. Members are guided by volunteer adult leaders and their teenage assistants.  In the clubs, 4-H’ers learn about and work on solving serious problems and issues like environmental protection and community safety.

In addition to the 4-H clubs in the U.S. states and territories, more than eighty countries, including Taiwan, have adapted the 4-H idea to fit their own needs. In the less developed countries, many clubs offer courses in proper nutrition and in new farming technology.
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
