The glass of the greenhouse let in light but keep heat from going out.  This makes the greenhouse heat up and keeps the plants warm enough to live, especially in the winter.
Our Earth is just like a greenhouse.  The Earth’s atmosphere is all around us.  Sunlight enters the Earth’s atmosphere and gets to the ground.
