	     Giant pandas are black and white bears that live in bamboo forests in central China, and they are protected by the government.  It has black fur on its ears, eye, muzzle, legs, and shoulders.  The rest of the animal’s coat is white. Although scientists do not know why these unusual bears are black and white, some guess that the bright colors provide them with protection among the rocks in the snowy mountains. The giant pandas have large sharp teeth and strong jaw muscles for crushing hard bamboo.  Many people think these round and fat animals are cute and harmless, but giant pandas can be as dangerous as any other bear.

     There were fewer and fewer giant pandas, so that is why they are now protected now. There are about 1,000 left in the wild. About 140 pandas live in zoos and breeding centers around the world, mostly in China. A giant panda stands between two and three feet tall at the shoulders, and females are smaller than males that weigh up to 250 pounds in the wild. Females hardly reach 220 pounds.  The giant panda is loved by people around the world but this peaceful, bamboo-eating member of the bear family faces many threats. Their homes are destroyed by people who want to cut off the trees to build the houses, and they are easily killed or caught by hunters.
