So before you go out and approach(接近) that cute little stray doggie, learn how to approach it properly. Understanding the nature of a stray dog is highly important in successfully making friends with it.  Imagine(想像) its life — lost, no family, no person that takes care of it, and always scared. A stray dog’s life is so dark that they think everyone will hurt them.
Here are the steps(步驟) you should follow when approaching a stray dog:
1. Where do you usually see the dog? Go to that place and wait for it. When you finally see it, get his attention(注意力) by making some light noises and say by gently clapping your hands. 
2. Approach the stray dog by walking slowly and quietly towards it. Continue(繼續) to make those soft noises you were making to get its attention. Stop walking towards it when you are about 10 to 15 feet from the stray dog.

4. If you think that the stray dog has sniffed enough, you can already pat it. Pat it slowly because a fast move will make the dog attack you instead.
